Maslenitsa is one of the happiest holidays in Russia. This holiday says
goodbye to winter and greets the spring. This tradition appeared even prior
to the acceptance of Christianity in Russia.

Maslenitsa is celebrated for an entire week. In 2016, it is celebrated from 7
to 13 March. Russian pancakes are the primary dish served of course. They
are round, yellow, hot, just like the sun. Various fillings, such as caviar, salted
fish, cottage cheese, jam, and fruit, are put on pancakes.

There are large festivals in parks today. People eat hot bliny, dance to folk
music, participate in fun competitions. The main tradition at the time of
Maslenitsa, the burning of effigies of winter. It is made of straw and old rags,
dressed up in women's clothes, colored, and set afire. It symbolizes the end

of winter.

The last Sunday of Maslenitsa is called the Forgiven Sunday. On this day,
everyone asks each other for forgiveness. When someone says to you, "I
am sorry," then you should answer "god will forgive".
