VOWEL REDUCTION RULES. O AND A

Unstressed O sounds like the ‘v’ in the word ‘but’
Look at these examples and try to read them:

OHA |
MOJIOKO
POCCHA
BOITPOC
XONO[,

KOCMOC

Remember that prepositions “merge” with the following word, so the O in them
might be reduced as well:
