DEVOICING OF VOICED CONSONANTS

Do you remember that Russian consonants can be voiced and voiceless? Some
of them are always voiced (JI, M, H, P) and some are always voiceless (11, 4, I1I).

Some of the consonants come in pairs. Look at them and compare the sounds:

[6] - [m],
[r] - [x],
[n] - [T],
[3] - [c],
[B] - []],
[x] - [m],
[r'] - [x],
(6] - [mr],
[B] - [Cb ])
[37] - [c'],
(o] - [T']

You already know how consonants may be affected by hard and soft vowels.
Now you will learn that sometimes the position of the consonant affects its
sound as well.

When does the voiced consonant become voiceless?
1) At the end of a word:

npyr [mpyk], ras [rac], mo6 [mom], my>x [mym1], rmas [rmac], ropop [ropar],
Mapgpun [Magpur].

2) Before a voiceless consonant:
HOAPY>KKaA [magpymikal]
